As many of you know, the World Health organization (WHO) officially declared a coronavirus pandemic as of 

Wednesday, March 11th.  To be clear, this this designation does not change WHO’s assessment of the threat of the virus.  Rather, 

it is a continued reminder to governments and organizations around the world the mitigation and containing COVID-19 requires 

urgent and aggressive action by everyone.

• We had some concerns (We will make every effort to get these Packets to you (We will deliver, 

mail, or you can call when you get to the school and we can deliver curbside.) 

▪ We have placed in your child’s packet their 2nd Trimester Report cards.  

▪ All Remote Learning Logs and assignments (Packets) are Due March 30th and will need to be collected in 

order to assess your child with a grade.  Please make sure you complete packets .    

▪ If by chance we extend school closure, we will schedule another Pickup/Dropoff Time. 

• Remember we are not expecting students to master new concepts. We are simply trying to foster routine, retain and 

maintain learned materials and create a new normalcy for our students.  

• Communication options: 

o Documents and other district communication will be available when you pick up packets. 

o More information will be available on the district website.   

o Teachers will be making contact with you Wednesdays, Thursdays or Fridays,  to check on students, their 

progress and to see if you have any questions.  As always, staff will be available by email.
